






buttonhole stitch, and stem stitch.  

The stem stitch makes all the stems, and the centre veins and the outlines of the open or unshaded side of the leaves. 
The loop stitch is used for all the round berries.  

Loop stitch also makes the shaded sides of the leaves, and is used to edge the tea cloth.  

A feature of this embroidery is the beautiful shaded effect of the work - and you don't have to do a thing to achieve it. 
The thread used is a shaded one, and the varying tones just work in automatically.  

Fresh green shading from almost white through all the tones to a deep grass green makes the stems and leaves. A 
reddish purple ranging from palest helio to deep petunia is used for the berries. 

  



PROJECT 8 

A Cross-Stitch Background Helps To Make an Unusual Design for Crash Chairbacks 

                            

 

Here you see another example of the new cross-stitch background idea. This time it throws up a pretty formal flower 
design worked on crash linen chairbacks.  

The panels of embroidery are outlined in black which, with green, also makes the centres of the larger flowers. The 
smaller flowers have all-green centres. The flower petals are sewn in stem stitch with brick-coloured thread and stand 
out crisply and clearly from their blue cross-stitch ground.  

In the “close-up” you see a small section of the embroidery.  

The chairbacks measure 24 inches long by 17 inches wide when finished. 

  

 

 



PROJECT 30 

A Runner Worked with Wool  

In Interesting Stitches  

 

Wool embroidery is wonderful for giving a handsome appearance with very little work.  

It calls for broad colour effects, and stronger and more vivid shades than one uses for the usual silk or cotton 
embroidery can with wool be used most successfully.  

Simple stitches should be used, bold ones rather than fine or intricate. That does not mean that one’s style is cramped 
in wool embroidery, or that monotony may creep into the finished result. By combining just one or two simple 
stitches an infinite variety can be got.  

Just see how straight stitch and lazy-daisy stitch are used in this runner. Each flower is made up of only these two 
stitches, but all are different, and all are most elaborate and artistic in appearance.  

In the top flower straight stitch only is used, but by varying the angles and carefully mixing the colours a lovely result is 
obtained.  

The second flower has its centre worked in darning stitch, then a round of straight stitch, then an outer round of lazy-
daisy stitches, each with a straight stitch in contrasting colour in its centre. And so on with all the others.  

The finished runner is a brilliant piece of work. 

  



It is made of linen crash, and worked in yellow, dull orange, brick, leaf brown, and deep crimson wool, with just a 
touch of peacock green for contrast.  

The runner measures 45 inches by 14 inches, a useful size that is suitable for table or sideboard. 

  

PROJECT 37 

Cut-Work and Applique Join Forces  

In an Unusual Table Runner 

  

A wonderfully effective result is got from combining cut-work with applique. Both make for bold, striking effects, and 
used together give very beautiful results, with the minimum of time or effort.  

This runner is in plain linen, with a festoon design in contrasting shade appliqued to each end. Its inner edge is 
appliqued to the runner, which is cut away there, and the full beauty of the cut-work is shown against the table.  

The design is a very graceful one, a group of flowers just overlapping here and there, and with cut centres and 
background.  

 

PROJECT 41 

An Unusual Chairback  

Sewn With Several Most Interesting Stitches  

 



 

A pair of chairbacks like this would make a most acceptable gift - either for a friend or for your own home. They are 
wonderfully quick to work, and all the embroidery stitches used being particularly quick and easy to work.  

The chairback measures 18 inches wide by 26½ inches long at the centre of the circle.  

 

The two close-ups show you that the embroidery consists solely of straight stitch, lazy-daisy stitch and french knots.  

The colour scheme of the wools is most attractive - two shades of rose for the lazy-daisy flowers, two shades of salmon 
for the others, two shades of a toning green for the leaves, and old gold for the flower centres.
